Hon. Lyndon “Doc” Moses, 32°, KCCH - Memorial Class  

Lyndon  “Doc” Denny Moses was born in El Paso, Texas on the  4th of February, 1929. His parents were 
Leon Denny Moses, an English Professor, and Ben Louise Von Blittersdorf Moses, a former concert violin-
ist. He grew up in the Sunset Heights area of El Paso. He learned to read at the early age of 2. Doc graduated 
from El Paso High in 1944. He attended the Texas College of Mines and Metallurgy in and went on to attend 
University of Texas Medical School in Galveston, Texas . He received his Medical License on August 4th, 
1952. He served in the US Army from 1954 to1956. Doc held a private practice for over 30 years on Dyer 
street. He was a member of the El Paso County Medical Society, Texas Medical Association, and American 
Medical Association. He married his wife Peggy Lou Curtis on June 5, 1954. They moved to Titanic Avenue 
to start their family.  

    Doc’s  first introduction to Masonry was in the Scottish Rite Building at an Organ Recital. Little did he 
know that he would join the organization 20 years later. He started his journey in  Masonry with Five Points 
Lodge #1137 May 22, 1958 and became a Master Mason on July 24, 1958. He is a Past Master of Five 
Points Lodge #1137. He was also a member of Wallace Hughston #1393, the El Paso Scottish Rite, York 
Rite, and the El Maida Shrine. Some of the awards Doc has received were 50 year Masonic Service Award 
and Grand Lodge Golden Trowel Award.
